Readings From Holy Scripture 

First Reading Romans 8:1-11 
1There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. 2For the law of 

the Spirit of life has set you free in Christ Jesus from the law of sin and death. 3For God has 

done what the law, weakened by the flesh, could not do. By sending his own Son in the 

likeness of sinful flesh and for sin, he condemned sin in the flesh, 4in order that the righteous 

requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not according to the flesh but 

according to the Spirit. 5For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the 

things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit set their minds on the things of 

the Spirit. 6To set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life and 

peace. 7For the mind that is set on the flesh is hostile to God, for it does not submit to God’s 

law; indeed, it cannot. 8Those who are in the flesh cannot please God. 
9You, however, are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if in fact the Spirit of God dwells in 

you. Anyone who does not have the Spirit of Christ does not belong to him. 10But if Christ is 

in you, although the body is dead because of sin, the Spirit is life because of righteousness. 
11If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ 

Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in 

you.

Holy Gospel St. Matthew 22:1-14 
1 Again Jesus spoke to them in parables, saying,  

2“The kingdom of heaven may be compared to a king who gave a wedding feast for his son, 
3and sent his servants to call those who were invited to the wedding feast, but they would not 

come. 4Again he sent other servants, saying, ‘Tell those who are invited, See, I have prepared 

my dinner, my oxen and my fat calves have been slaughtered, and everything is ready. Come 
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to the wedding feast.’ 5But they paid no attention and went off, one to his farm, another to his 

business, 6while the rest seized his servants, treated them shamefully, and killed them. 7The 

king was angry, and he sent his troops and destroyed those murderers and burned their city. 
8Then he said to his servants, ‘The wedding feast is ready, but those invited were not worthy. 
9Go therefore to the main roads and invite to the wedding feast as many as you find.’ 10And 

those servants went out into the roads and gathered all whom they found, both bad and good. 

So the wedding hall was filled with guests. 
11“But when the king came in to look at the guests, he saw there a man who had no 

wedding garment. 12And he said to him, ‘Friend, how did you get in here without a wedding 

garment?’ And he was speechless. 13Then the king said to the attendants, ‘Bind him hand and 

foot and cast him into the outer darkness. In that place there will be weeping and gnashing of 

teeth.’ 14For many are called, but few are chosen.”
